the things he designed you by Mr Piors VeSsel 
there boat was up here a Friday and I again 
spoke to Walter thinking he had been resolved 
but he put me of by saying Mr Meades was out 
of town & I could not prevail on him I am sorry 

You should be so disappointed, The 
surveyr Genll is still very ill, can make no 
water without probing the stone is so 
much in the way he is easey at other 
times I am with due respect to all the 
gentlemen
